Industrial Painting Course Description
This course of instruction prepares individuals for jobs as an entry-level industrial painter with industrial painting contractors in the construction and maintenance industry.  Graduates may find suitable employment with industrial painting contractors performing work in the industrial facilities.  Students will learn about safety procedures, tools, methods, equipment, and materials.  Students will also learn procedures for cleaning/stripping, preparation, and the application of coatings to various surfaces and substrates.  Upon completion of this course, students will be able to perform work utilizing methods, equipment, and test instruments used to perform tasks in accordance with the requirements of the various ASTM and SSPC/NACE standards governing quality control and quality assurance.  Students completing the required coursework will receive a Certificate of Completion from the National Center for Construction Education and Research (NCCER).
