Scaffold Building Course Description
This course of instruction prepares individuals for jobs as an entry-level scaffold builder in the construction and maintenance industry.  Graduates may find suitable employment with scaffolding contractors within the construction and maintenance industry.  Students will learn basic craft and industrial safety, OSHA safety regulations and guidelines in the scaffolding industry, proper use of tools and equipment used with stationary scaffolds, mobile scaffolds, and suspension scaffolds.  Students will also learn the procedures for erection and operation of these scaffolds.  Upon completion of this course, students will be able to perform work involving the erection and dismantling of various types of scaffolding to provide work platforms on buildings, industrial sites, and other temporary structures.  Students completing the required coursework will receive a Certificate of Completion from the National Center for Construction Education and Research (NCCER).
