Application/Admission Policies:

· Applicants must be at least 18 years of age to attend CTCCB classes without parental consent.  Applicants who are 17 years of age and are currently attending high school may attend CTCCB evening adult classes with written parental consent.
· Applicants must submit a completed and signed CTCCB registration application.
· Applicants must sign an acknowledgement form which states that the student has read and understands the student handbook; and agrees to abide by CTCCB policies and procedures.
· Applicants may be required to take a math assessment exam for select courses.
· Applicants must take and pass a drug screen prior to enrollment in any class at CTCCB.  Mandatory random drug screens occur periodically throughout the semester.
· Applicants must have paid tuition in full by the OFFICIAL TUITION PAYMENT DEADLINE.
Tuition Payment Policies:
Tuition is due in full no later than the close of the CTCCB business office on the official tuition deadline date.  Applicants who have not paid their tuition by the deadline date are no longer considered registered for class and will not be enrolled.  The applicant may still register for class during the late registration period (as posted on the calendar), provided that space is available in the desired course.  If paying during the late registration period, the applicant must pay tuition in full plus a $25 late fee no later than the close of the CTCCB business office on the last day of the late registration period; otherwise, applicant will not be eligible for enrollment for that semester.
**The official deadline dates for payment and refund of tuition
may vary by semester.  The official date for each semester is posted
on the CTCCB school calendar and is available to all applicants.**
Class Cancellation Policies:
· All classes are subject to cancellation.
· In the event of cancellation, Applicants have the following options:
1. Transfer to another class, if an appropriate class is available.
2. Defer payment to the next semester.
3. Receive full refund of tuition.
Tuition Refund Policies:
