Drug Testing Consent and Release
Initial Enrollment and Random Testing
(Applicants Under Age 18 must have Parent or Guardian Signature for drug testing)

I understand in order to be eligible to complete the CTC enrollment process for training I/my minor child must consent to the administration of a mandatory urinalysis to determine the presence or absence of illegal substances in my/my minor child’s system.

I understand I/my minor child will also be subject to random drug urinalysis testing as long as I/my minor child are part of the CTC program.  This is in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in the CTC Controlled Substance and Alcohol Abuse Policy.  I understand any samples of my/my minor child’s urine will be screened by an accredited laboratory designated by the Craft Training Center.

I understand that the drug screening tests are subject to stringent testing procedures and require mandatory confirmation of preliminary positive test results.  I understand that though test result specifics will be kept confidential, I will be notified if my/my minor child’s drug screen comes back positive for illegal drugs.  I commit to CTC that all specimens collected from me/my minor child will be from my/my minor child’s own body and will not be altered or adulterated in any manner.

I further understand that if I/my minor child’s test results are confirmed as positive for an illegal substance, I/my minor child will be removed from the CTC training program.  I also understand that if any urine samples I/my minor child provides proves to have been tampered with or adulterated in any way or if I/my minor child refuses to submit urine for drug testing, I/my minor child will be removed from the CTC program without further consideration for training.

I/minor child and parent of minor child further agree to hold CTC, its agents, officers and employees harmless from, and waive any and all existing or future claims, including, but not limited to, claims or liability for personal injury, negligence, defamation or invasion of privacy.  Testing will not be administered through this program to a person under the age of 18 years of age without the consent of both the individual applicant and a parent or guardian.
